After settling all outstanding disputes with National Lead, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency
successfully closed on the sale of the first two of three sections of the National Lead tract. O’Neill Properties
Corp. d/b/a Sayreville Seaport Associates, the Redeveloper, is proceeding with remediation of the NL site. As
part of the initial closing, Middlesex County was repaid $32 million dollars.

Administrative costs are to be paid from the proceeds of a lease agreement for a cellular telephone antennae site
with Verizon, from a billboard lease with Scott Outdoor Advertising, from the reimbursement of fees from the
redeveloper and an annual $200,000 fee from the redeveloper.

"Despite continued economic uncertainties in the region and the Nation, the Agency expects that increasing
growth and redevelopment in the area and the strong demand for commercial projects in the Middlesex County
area will be beneficial to the ongoing redevelopment efforts of the Agency.
