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A RESOLUTION OF THE SAYREVILLE ECONOMIC AND REDEVELOPMENT
AGENCY AUTHORIZING THE AGENCY TO APPROVE CONTRACTORS AND
AGREEMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH THE REMEDIATION OF PARCEL C OF

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency (the “Agency”) and
Sayreville Seaport Associates, L.P. (“SSA”) have entered into a Remediation Agreement
(“Agreement”) on or about September 25, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement provides for SSA to enter into Agency approved agreements
with subcontractors and such other parties as necessary to complete remediation of the Sayreville
Waterfront Redevelopment Area (“SWRA”™) ; and

WHEREAS, on July 29, 2010 the Agency approved various contracts with SSA and its
subcontractors regarding remediation of Parcel C; and

WHEREAS, further contracts are required to accomplish transportation and disposal of
contaminated soils materials from the SWRA; and

WHEREAS, the Agency’s professionals have reviewed the agreement between the
Agency and SSA in regard to Transportation and Disposal of Radiological and PCB Soils
(“SERA-SSA Soil Transportation & Disposal Agreement”), annexed hereto as Exhibit A and
recommend execution of same; and

WHEREAS, the Agency’s professionals have reviewed SSA’s subcontract agreement
with Merion Construction Services, LLC (“Merion”) for Transportation and Disposal of
Radiological and PCB Soils (“SSA-Merion Soil Transportation & Disposal Agreement”),
annexed hereto as Exhibit B and recommend approval as to the form of same; and

- WHEREAS, the Agency’s professionals have reviewed Merion’s two (2) sub-
subcontract Agreements for Transportation and Disposal of 1) Radiological Soils and 2) PCB
Soils with Hilltop Enterprises, Inc. (“Hilltop™) (collectively “Hilltop Sub-subcontract
Agreements”), both annexed hereto as exhibits to the SSA-Merion Soil Transportation &
Disposal Agreement, and recommend approval as to the form of same; and

WHEREAS, Hilltop has been previously approved by the Agency for remediation work
by Resolution on March 24, 2011; and

WHEREAS, SSA has submitted a revised remediation budget dated June 27, 2012 and

the Agency professionals have reviewed and recommend approval of same; and

necessary to effectuate the aforementioned Agreements and this Resolution.

REMEDIATION PROFESSIONAL TO OVERSEE REMEDIATION OF THE
NATIONAL LEAD PROPERTY

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency (the “Agency”), and
Sayreville Seaport Associates, L.P. (“SSA”) have entered into a Remediation Agreement
(“Agreement”) on or about September 25, 2008 regarding the National Lead Property in the
Waterfront Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection now requires a
Licensed Site Remediation Professional (“LSRP”) be designated for any remediation work
performed in the State of New Jersey; and »

WHEREAS, Roux Associates (“Roux”) has extensive experience in remediation
oversight and is a LSRP; and

WHEREAS, Roux has entered into a remediation contract with the subcontractor,
Merion Construction Management, LLC (“Merion”), which has been previously approved by the
Agency, and Roux is willing to accept the position as LSRP at no additional cost; and '

WHEREAS, the Agency designated as LSRP for oversight of remediation of Parcels A
and C of the National Lead Site by Resolution on March 22, 2012; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Sayreville Economic and
Redevelopment Agency that Roux Associates is hereby designated as the Licensed Site
Remediation Professional for oversight of remediation of Parcel B of the National Lead Site,
subject to the aforementioned remediation contract between Merion and Roux; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the said remediation contract between Merion and
Roux be amended if necessary to include the provision of LSRP for Parcel B, subject to approval
by the Agency Professionals; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairperson and Agency Professionals are
hereby authorized and directed to take any action and to execute any documents as may be

necessary to effectuate this Resolution.
