AGENCY RECOMMENDING THAT THE BOROUGH OF SAYREVILLE
CONSIDER AMENDING THE ROUTE 35 REDEVELOPMENT PLAN
WITH REGARD TO THE MELROSE AREA

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency (hereinafier the
“Agency”) wishes to initiate a discussion about the possibility of creating a redevelopment zone
along Route 35 with the old Multiplex being its northern terminus and proceeding south to the
area of Andrejewski Drive (hereinafter the “Melrose Area™), as set forth on a map which is
attached hereto; and

WHEREAS, given the current condition of the business community in the
aforementioned Melrose Area and its close proximity to the National Lead Redevelopment
Site, the Agency believes it would be in the Borough’s best interest to consider whether the
proposed Melrose Area should be incorporated into the Route 35 Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, on February 8, 2013, the Agency Executive Director sent a letter to the
Mayor requesting the Borough to consider the possibility of adding the aforementioned Melrose
Area to the Route 35 Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Agency is requesting that the Mayor and Borough Council consider
the above at their next available public meeting; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Sayreville Economic and
Redevelopment Agency that it hereby recommends that the Borough of Sayreville consider
amending the Route 35 Redevelopment Plan to include the aforementioned Melrose Area;
and

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, in event the Borough of Sayreville finds
that the Melrose Areas should be considered for inclusion in the Route 35 Redevelopment,
that the Borough refer the same to the Borough Planning Board for consideration in

accordance with the Municipal Land Use Law.

AGENCY AUTHORIZING EXTENSION OF GOLDEN AGE DEVELOPMENT
GROUP’S CONDITIONAL DESIGNATION AS REDEVELOPER OF CROSSWAY
CREEK REDEVELOPMENT SITE UNTIL DECEMBER 27, 2013

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency (“Agency”) entered
into a Redevelopment Agreement dated February 27, 2003, revised on May 21, 2009, with
Golden Age Development Group (“Golden Age” or “Redeveloper”) to redevelop certain real
property known as the Crossway Creek Redevelopment Property located in Block 451, Lot 1.10
("Property"), situated within the Borough of Sayreville in accordance with the Local
Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et. seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper previously requested from the Agency and received a two
(2) year extension of the construction commencement date from April 21, 2011 to April 21, 2013

due to extraordinary circumstances of the economy at that time; and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper appeared before the Agency on June 27, 2013 indicating
that Redeveloper is ready to proceed with the aforementioned project and requested an extension

of Redeveloper’s designation as conditional redeveloper; and

WHEREAS, the Agency is willing to extend Golden Age’s conditional designation as
Redeveloper for a six (6) month period, provided that the Redeveloper makes progress on the

redevelopment of the Property; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Sayreville Economic and
Redevelopment Agency that the Chairperson is hereby authorized, upon advice of the Agency’s
professionals, to extend Golden Age’s conditional designation as Redeveloper until December
27, 2013, by which time the Redeveloper shall be required to appear before the Agency to report
on the status of the redevelopment of the Property; and |

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairperson and Agency Professionals are
hereby authorized and directed to take any action and to execute any documents as may be

necessary to effectuate this Resolution.
