OF SAYREVILLE FOR THE PURCHASE OF VACANT LAND IDENTIFIED AS
BLOCK 257.02, LOT 1.01, CHEVALIER AVENUE, SAYREVILLE, NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, the Borough of Sayreville ("Borough”) is the fee simple owner of certain
real property consisting of approximately 7.391 acres of unimproved, vacant land located in the
Borough of Sayreville, Middlesex County, New Jersey, designated as Block 257.02, Lot 1.01 on
the Borough tax map (“Borough Land”); and

WHEREAS, the Borough Land is situated adjacent to an area of the Borough that the
Borough has designated as the "Waterfront Redevelopment Area" and for which the Borough
adopted a redevelopment plan, dated January 1999, and amended by Ordinance #76-09, adopted
on February 9, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Borough intends to amend said Redevelopment Plan to include the
Borough Land in the Waterfront Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, SERA desires to acquire the Borongh Land in order to include the same to
the former National Lead site which is being redeveloped by Sayreville Seaport Associates, L.P.
(“SSA”) pursuant to a Master Redevelopment Agreement; and

WHEREAS, SSA shall have the primary responsibility for compliance with any and all
requirements of SERA under the attached Agreement of Sale and SSA shall be responsible to
pay for all hard and soft costs under said Agreement of Sale, including but not limited to the
purchase price of the Borough Land, deposits, title insurance, survey costs, and recording fees;
and

WHEREAS, the fair market value of the Borough Land is $10,000.00 based on an
appraisal dated April 15, 2013 prepared by Sockler Realty Services Group, Inc., of Hightstown,
NJ; and

WHEREAS, the Agency Professionals have reviewed the attached Agreement of Sale
and recommend execution of same; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sayreville Economic and
Redevelopment Agency hereby authorizes the Agency Chairman to execute the attached
Agreement of Sale for the acquisition of the Borough Land in substantially the form annexed
hereto, subject to and contingent upon SSA being responsible to pay for all hard and soft costs
under said Agreement of Sale, including but not limited to the purchase price of the Borough
Land, deposits, title insurance, survey costs, and recording fees; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairperson, Secretary and Agency
Professionals are hereby authorized and directed to take any action and to execute any
documents as may be necessary to effectuate this Resolution.
