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A RESOLUTION OF THE SAYREVILLE ECONOMIC REDEVELOPMENT
AGENCY EXTENDING THE OPTION PERIOD PURSUANT TO THE
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING TO DECEMBER 31, 2016 BY WHICH
MEC LAND, LLC MAY PURCHASE AND/OR LEASE THE SAYREVILLE
LANDFILL # 3 FOR THE POWER PLANT PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, by Resolution
# 2010-70, adopted on March 22, 2010, authorized the Sayreville Planning Board to make
an investigation and hold a public hearing to determine whether Block 56, Lots 1.01 and
2.02; Block 57.02, Lot 1; Block 57.04, Lot 1; Block 57.05, Lot 1; Block 58, Lots 6 & 7
(known as Sayreville Landfill # 3); and Block 283, Lot 3 (Melrose Site) constitute an area
in need of redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Planning Board conducted an investigation in
accordance with applicable law and determined that the aforementioned lots meet the
statutory criteria for a “Redevelopment Area” within the meaning of N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6
(c) and (e); and

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Planning Board recommended that the Borough of
Sayreville declare the aforementioned lots to be “an area in need of redevelopment”
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et. seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council, by Resolution # 2010-70, declared Block
56, Lots 1.01 and 2.02; Block 57.02, Lot 1; Block 57.04, Lot 1; Block 57.05, Lot 1, Block
58, Lots 6 & 7 (known as the Sayreville Landfill # 3); and Block 283, Lot 3 (Melrose
Site) to be an area in need of redevelopment and directed the Sayreville Planning Board
to prepare a redevelopment plan for the area; and

WHEREAS, by Ordinance # 239-13, the Mayor and Council adopted the
redevelopment plan entitled “Borough of Sayreville Landfill and Melrose Redevelopment
Plan”; and

WHEREAS, MEC Land, LLC (f/k/a VG Resources at Sayreville, LLC), has been
designated as the redeveloper of the Sayreville Landfill # 3 (“Site”) by the Sayreville
Economic Redevelopment Agency (“SERA”) and appeared before SERA to present its
plans and anticipated schedule for the development and construction of a Power Plant on
the Site (the “Power Plant Project”); and

WHEREAS, SERA and MEC Land, LLC (“MEC”) entered into a Memorandum
of Understanding (“MOU”) dated December 28, 2012 pursuant to which MEC is required
to make monthly option payments to SERA and the Borough of Sayreville for the sole
right to purchase the Site from the Borough of Sayreville for the Power Plant Project; and
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[image: image2.png]WHEREAS, SERA, by resolution dated January 23, 2014, granted MEC a six-
month extension to present both the terms of its financing commitment and the results of
the market study as originally contemplated by the MOU in section 1.a.I (Phase 1:
Planning Stage); and

WHEREAS, by Resolution dated July 10, 2014, SERA determined that MEC
fully complied with the terms and requirements of the MOU as set forth in section 1.a.1
(Phase 1: Planning Stage) and authorized MEC and SERA to proceed with Phase II:
Implementation Phase of the MOU; and

WHEREAS, the MOU also provided in section 1.a.I (Phase 1: Planning Stage)
that SERA was to obtain an appraisal of the Site in order to determine the purchase price
and/or lease terms of the Site and;

WHEREAS, SERA is in the process of obtaining the necessary appraisal as
required in the MOU in section 1.a.I (Phase 1: Planning Stage); and

WHEREAS, MEC cannot complete action required under Phase II:
Implementation Phase of the MOU until such time as SERA provides the appraisal for the
site to MEC; and

WHEREAS, the MOU provides that the anticipated time frame to secure the
rights to purchase and or lease the Site from the Borough could be extended beyond one

year from the completion of Phase 1: Planning Stage if MEC satisfies the requirements of
Phase II (a); and

WHEREAS, SERA recognizes that due to an unforeseen delay in obtaining the
appraisal, MEC will consequently be delayed in completing the requirements of Phase II
of the MOU and thus is requesting an extension of the period in which MEC retains the
exclusive right to purchase or lease the Site to December 31, 2016; and

WHEREAS, MEC and SERA plan to negotiate and execute a Redevelopment
Agreement with SERA which will formalize the rights and responsibilities of the parties
in connection with the development of the Power Plant Project on the Site including the
purchase and sale of the Site to MEC; and

WHEREAS, in an effort for MEC to continue the permitting process for the
Power Plant Project, SERA believes it is in its best interest to grant an extension to MEC
for the exclusive right to purchase or lease the Site to December 31, 2016 on the
condition that MEC continues all payment obligations pursuant to the MOU; and
