[image: image1.png]RESOLUTION OF THE SAYREVILLE ECONOMIC AND REDEVELOPMENT
AGENCY DESIGNATING LEAF INDUSTRIES, LLC AS CONDITIONAL
REDEVELOPER IN CONNECTION WITH REAL PROPERTY LOCATED
IN BLOCK 57.01, LOTS 1, 1.01 & 2; BLOCK 57.03, LOT 1; BLOCK 57.06,
LOT 1; BLOCK 57.07, LOTS 2 &3; AND BLOCK 51.04, LOT 1

WHEREAS, Leaf Industries, LLC (“Leaf Industries”) is the owner of certain real
property identified as Block 57.01, Lots 1, 1.01 & 2; Block 7.03, Lot 1; Block 57.06, Lot 1;
Block 57.07, Lots 2 &3, and Block 51.04, Lot 1 on the Borough's Tax Map ("Property"), which
Property is located in the Jernee Mill Road Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, Leaf Industries has proposed to construct a warehouse and indoor storage
facility pursuant to a plan, entitled “Phase 1 Concept Plan and Conceptual Landscape Plan for
Leaf Industries, LLC” dated July 20, 2014, revised on February 25, 2015 and November 3, 2016,
which was prepared by John P. Vincenti of JV Engineering of Brick, New Jersey (“Plan”); and

WHEREAS, after consideration of the scale and intensity of the development, detailed
analysis by the Agency Engineer as set forth in respective Memoranda dated March 24, 2015 and
November 14, 2016, and deliberation by the Board of Commissioners of the Agency, the Agency
wishes to designate Leaf Industries as the Conditional Redeveloper of the Property, subject to
terms and conditions set forth below; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Sayreville Economic and
Redevelopment Agency, that Leaf Industries is hereby designated the Conditional Redeveloper of
the Property with regard to the construction of the proposed warehouse facility which is a
permitted use in the Jernee Mill Road Redevelopment Plan; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Agency finds that Leaf Industries’ Plan to
construct fifty (50) parking stalls for truck trailers: (1) constitutes a temporary storage
transportable which is not a permitted use in the Jernee Mill Road Redevelopment Plan; (2)
significantly increases impervious coverage; (3) and is overly excessive considering the scale of
the proposed warehouse facility; accordingly, Leaf Industries shall submit a revised plan to the
Agency for approval within sixty (60) days of the date hereof, which revised plan shall be a

condition of this Resolution; and

agreement which is acceptable to the Agency within 120 days of the date hereof; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that none of the approvals or designation contained in
this Resolution shall become effective until such time as the aforementioned redevelopment
agreement is fully executed by Leaf Industries and the Agency; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the
Borough Planning Board.
