REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY AUTHORIZING AGENCY ENGINEER TO
RESEARCH THE CROSSMAN MINING PIT AS A POTENTIAL AREA TO

BE DESIGNATED AS AN AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency,
Borough of Sayreville, County of Middlesex, New Jersey (hereinafter “SERA™), has been
granted authority by the Governing Body of the Borough of Sayreville to exercise all
powers granted to it by the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1
et seq; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of SERA wish to exercise their authority
under the law in order to undertake efforts to revitalize, rehabilitate, and redevelop areas
so as to improve the overall quality of life of the community; and

WHEREAS, SERA has found cause to believe that the following three
Sayreville parcel numbers: Lot 1, Block 249; Lot 1, Block 250; and Lot 1, Block 251 fall
under the prescribed criteria and conditions set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5; and

WHEREAS, prior to making a recommendation to the Borough
Governing Body to refer the matter to the Planning Board, SERA seeks to obtain pertinent
details and information pertaining to the properties listed above to aid in its determination
under the pertinent law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Commissioners of
the Sayreville Economic and Redevelopment Agency, Borough of Sayreville, Middlesex
County, New Jersey, that the Agency Engineer, David Samuel, of CME Associates is
authorized to conduct research and report back to the Agency pertaining to parcel numbers
Lot 1, Block 249; Lot 1, Block 250; and Lot 1, Block 251, commonly known as the
Crossman Mining Pit, and to discover and obtain information relevant to the determination
of whether the areas delineated above meet the criteria to be designated as Areas in Need
of Redevelopment; and be it further

RESOLVED THAT, the Agency Engineer is authorized to conduct the
research as outlined above and generate a report to the Agency at a cost not to exceed

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GOVERNING BODY CERTIFICATION OF THE ANNUAL AUDIT
FORM OF RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:5-4 requires the Board of Commissioners of every local unit to have
made an annual audit of its books, accounts and financial transactions, and

WHEREAS, the Annual Report of Audit for the fiscal year ended December 31, 2016 has been
filed by a Registered Municipal Accountant with the Executive Director pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:5-6,
and a copy has been received by each member of the Board of Commissioners; and,

WHEREAS, R.S. 52:27BB-34 authorizes the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey
to prescribe reports pertaining to the local fiscal affairs; and,

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has promulgated N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5, a regulation
requiring that the Board of Commissioners of each authority shall by resolution certify to the Local
Finance Board of the State of New Jersey that all members of the Board of Commissioners have

reviewed, as a minimum, the sections of the annual audit entitled “Comments and Recommendations,
and,

WHEREAS, the members of the Board of Commissioners have personally reviewed as a
minimum the Annual Report of Audit, and specifically the sections of the Annual Audit entitled
“Comments and Recommendations”, as evidenced by the group affidavit form of the Board of
Commissioners attached hereto; and,

WHEREAS, such resolution of certification shall be adopted by the Board of Commissioners
no later than forty-five days after the receipt of the annual audit, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5; and,

WHEREAS, all members of the Board of Commissioners have received and have familiarized
themselves with, at least, the minimum requirements of the Local Finance Board of the State of New

Jersey, as stated aforesaid and have subscribed to the affidavit, as provided by the Local Finance Board,
and

WHEREAS, failure to comply with the regulations of the Local Finance Board of the State of

New Jersey may subject the members of the local Board of Commissioners to the penalty provisions of
R.S. 52:27BB-52, to wit:

R.S. 52:27BB-52: A local officer or member of a local governing body who, after a
date fixed for compliance, fails or refuses to obey an order of the director (Director
of Local Government Services), under the provisions of this Article, shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, may be fined not more than one thousand
dollars ($1,000.00) or imprisoned for not more than one year, or both, in addition
shall forfeit his office.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioners of the Sayreville
Economic and Redevelopment Agency, hereby states that it has complied with N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5 and

does hereby submit a certified copy of this resolution and the required affidavit to said Board to show
evidence of said compliance.
