WHEREAS, R.S. 52:27BB-34 authorizes the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey
to prescribe reports pertaining to the local fiscal affairs; and,

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has promulgated N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5, a regulation
requiring that the Board of Commissioners of each authority shall by resolution certify to the Local
Finance Board of the State of New Jersey that all members of the Board of Commissioners have
reviewed, as a minimum, the sections of the annual audit entitled “Comments and Recommendations,
and, '

WHEREAS, the members of the Board of Commissioners have personally reviewed as a
minimum the Annual Report of Audit, and specifically the sections of the Annual Audit entitled
“Comments and Recommendations”, as evidenced by the group affidavit form of the Board of
Commissioners attached hereto; and,

WHEREAS, such resolution of certification shall be adopted by the Board of Commissioners
no later than forty-five days after the receipt of the annual audit, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-6.5; and,

WHEREAS, all members of the Board of Commissioners have received and have familiarized
themselves with, at least, the minimum requirements of the Local Finance Board of the State of New
Jersey, as stated aforesaid and have subscribed to the affidavit, as provided by the Local Finance Board,
and

WHEREAS, failure to comply with the regulations of the Local Finance Board of the State of

New Jersey may subject the members of the local Board of Commissioners to the penalty provisions of
R.S. 52:27BB-52, to wit:

R.S. 52:27BB-52: A local officer or member of a local governing body who, after a
date fixed for compliance, fails or refuses to obey an order of the director (Director
of Local Government Services), under the provisions of this Article, shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, may be fined not more than one thousand
dollars ($1,000.00) or imprisoned for not more than one year, or both, in addition
shall forfeit his office.

REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY AUTHORIZING CME
ASSOCIATES TO PERFORM PROFESIONAL
SURVEYING AND ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR
THE MIDDLESEX ENERGY CENTER LLC POWER
PLANT PROJECT FOR SAYREVILLE LANDFILL #
3 REDEVELOPMENT AREA

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council, by Resolution # 2010-157, declared Block
56, Lots 1.01 and 2.02; Block 57.02, Lot 1; Block 57.04, Lot 1; Block 57.05, Lot 1, Block
58, Lots 6 & 7 (known as the Sayreville Landfill # 3) to be an area in need of
redevelopment (“Redevelopment Area”); and

WHEREAS, by Ordinance # 239-13, the Mayor and Council adopted a
redevelopment plan entitled “Borough of Sayreville Landfill and Melrose Redevelopment
Plan” (the “Redevelopment Plan™) ; and

WHEREAS, SERA did, by Resolution adopted on April 23, 2015, recommend to
the Mayor and Borough Council that (i) the Redevelopment Area be amended to include
property designated on the Borough Tax Map as Block 56, Lot 2.01, and (ii) the
Redevelopment Plan be amended consistent with the Maser Consulting, PA letter dated
April 15, 2015 (appended thereto); and

WHEREAS, SERA and MEC Land, LLC (“MEC Land”), a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Middlesex Energy Center LLC (“MEC”), (f’/k/a VG Resources of Sayreville,
LLC) entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) dated December 28, 2012,
that included provisions for preparation and execution of a Redevelopment Agreement
between MEC Land and SERA for development of the Redevelopment Area, which
MOU subsequently was extended and remains in effect; and

WHEREAS, MEC Land had previously appeared before SERA to present its
plans and anticipated schedule for the development and construction of a Power Plant on
the Site (the “Power Plant Project”); and

WHEREAS, MEC possesses a 100% ownership interest in MEC Land and
thereby possesses all rights of MEC Land under the MOU; and

WHEREAS, MEC has been designated as the redeveloper of the Redevelopment
Area by SERA, and MEC and SERA have executed a Redevelopment Agreement, for
development of the Power Plant Project for the Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, MEC has been evaluating electric interconnection routes to
interconnect to the proposed electric substation for the Power Plant Project; and
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order to route the appropriate utilities to connect to MEC’s proposed electric substation
which will be constructed off site in close proximity to the 230 Kv transmission lines; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Redevelopment Agreement between SERA and MEC,
section 4.6 (c), MEC seeks SERA’s assistance to acquire the necessary out parcels,
easements and or rights of way for the utility interconnection; and

WHEREAS, SERA has determined that the request by MEC is consistent with
the provisions of the Redevelopment Agreement and would further advance the
development of the Power Plant Project; and

WHEREAS, SERA hereby authorizes its engineer, CME Associates , to
undertake the appropriate surveying and engineering services to determine the most
efficient route for the electric utility lines including identifying the necessary out parcels,
easements and or rights of way for interconnection to the MEC substation which will
supply power to the Redevelopment Area; and

WHEREAS, the cost of such surveying and engineering work to be undertaken
by CME Associates shall be paid from the project escrow account posted with SERA by
MEC.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sayreville
Economic Redevelopment Agency, pursuant to the Redevelopment Agreement between
SERA and MEC, hereby authorizes CME Associates to perform certain professional
engineering and surveying services to determine the most efficient route for the electric
utility lines including identifying the necessary out parcels, easements and or rights of
way for interconnection to the MEC substation which will supply power to the
Redevelopment Area. The cost of such surveying and engineering work to be undertaken
by CME Associates shall be paid from the project escrow account posted with SERA by
MEC.

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Economic & Redevelopment Agency (“Agency”) designated
Sayreville Seaport Associates, L.P. to be the Redeveloper of the former National Lead site,
which is located on: Block 257.03 Lot 2; Block 258 Lot 1.01; Block 258 Lot 2; Block 264 Lot
1.01; Block 257 Lot 3.04; Block 257 Lot 3.052; Block 257.01 Lot 1; Block 257.01 Lot 1.01;
Block 257.01 Lot 4; Block 257.01 Lot 5; Block 257.01 Lot 6; Block 257.01 Lot 7; Block 257.01
Lot 1.10; Block 257.01 Lot 30.12; Block 257.02 Lot 1, Block 257.02 Lot 1.01; Block 257.02 Lot
23; and Block 257.02 Lot 1 as shown on the Borough's Tax Map; and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper entered into a Master Redevelopment Agreement with the
Agency, wherein the Redeveloper proposes to build a multi-phase development consisting of
retail, commercial, and residential development, including public infrastructure and various
amenities for the Borough and Agency, such as funding for schéols, funding for construction of
fire/emergency service facility, community center, performing arts center, and waterfront
promenade (“Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper estimates that the Project will create approximately 14,700
temporary construction jobs and approximately 7,594 permanent jobs; and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper has indicated that the aforementioned Project will not be
successful without a Pilot Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Redeveloper has duly formed Sayreville Seaport Urban Renewal Entity,
L.P. and, on November 20, 2015 submitted an application for a Payment in Lieu of Taxes
(“PILOT”) pursuant to the Long Term Tax Exemption Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:20-1 et. seq., to the
Borough of Sayreville for consideration; and

WHEREAS, the Agency finds that it would be in the Borough’s best interest to approve
a Pilot Agreement with Sayreville Seaport Urban Renewal Entity, L.P. as it would assist in the

successful development of the Project; and
