a. Reminder that the Borough will be closed for normal operations for budgetary purposes through the institution of three furlough days.  The first will be this Friday October 1, 2010.  The remaining two shall be November 12th and December 23rd.

b. Authorization to renew the Borough’s participation in the New Jersey Employee Advisory Service at a cost of $2,750.  This amount is a reduction of prior year’s cost by approx. $1,400.

c.
