Councilman Kaiserman said that some of the Council Members attended the meeting Congressman Pallone had on May 13th regarding Weber Avenue.  He said they found out that the relief needed in that area is about 10-20 years out.  For immediate relief, he asked Engineer Cornell what the cost factor would be to install temporary steel pilings for at least a 5-10 year flood, while the US Army Corp. of Engineers comes to figure out their 20-100 year fix.
He further stated that he spoke with Emidio, School Board Business Admin., regarding the possible “piggy-backing” of their reverse 911 system.  In case of an emergency, the residents would be informed via the reverse 911 system. He stated the Board said that some Administrative details would have to be worked out, but it was possible.

Councilman Kaiserman stated he would like to put forth two Resolutions.  Stated that they were immediate and emergent in nature and would like them placed on the next agenda.

Councilwoman Eicher and the Public Safety Committee were all on board with the Ordinance and now the public has the opportunity to speak along with the members of the PBA if they choose.

Mayor suggested that anyone with questions or comments make them in between the time the ordinance is introduced and Public Hearing so they can make an informed decision the night of the public hearing.


Councilman Bella stated that the voters need to hear the council’s position.


Councilman Kaiserman suggested tabling this ordinance.


Mayor said the Chief and the Captains were present tonight.  He called the Chief forward to answer any questions or comments.


Councilman Kaiserman made a motion to table the ordinance.


Mayor told him he was out of order as we were having a discussion.


Mayor said the question was how these recommendations came about the thought process.


Chief Burns stated bout one month ago the Business Admin. called him to tell him that there would be a change in command in the police department.  He said at that time a meeting was called consisting of Chief Szkodny, Captain Marcinczyk (now retired), Captain Zebrowski, and himself.  They were asked if there was a way to streamline the police dept. and they came up with a plan.  The plan was to eliminate several positions and more patrol officers be put on the road.  Part of the plan contained the elimination of a sergeant out of the computer room, which was done last year, be made permanent.  He said Captain Zebrowski recommended that the Administration Bureau be staffed with a Captain, a Sergeant and a patrolman and eliminating the Lieutenant position.  He said this is the plan that they all agreed to.


Councilman Bella asked Chief if he felt that this plan works to the benefit of the department.

Chief Burns said it works to the advantage of the department and more so to the advantage of the public as he made further comments regarding his experience in the department.


Councilman Bella said if he stands by it as a good plan and the business admin. supports it he does also.  He just feels that he has a problem with the process.


Councilman Kaiserman said he would like to get Councilman Kelly’s position on this ordinance as a past police officer, however he is not here tonight so he still feels he would like to see this ordinance tabled.


Mayor informed him that this is not the appropriate time to move to table.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1.  Chapter 13, “STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND SANITATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville is hereby amended to add a new section following § 13-21, “REFUSE CONTAINERS AFFECTING STORMWATER,” to be known as § 13-22, “PRIVATE STORM DRAIN INLET RETROFITTING,” as follows:

13-22
PRIVATE STORM DRAIN INLET RETROFITTING

13-22.1.  Purpose.

The purpose of this ordinance is to require the retrofitting of existing storm drain inlets which are in direct contact with repaving, repairing, reconstruction, or resurfacing or alterations of facilities on private property, to prevent the discharge of solids and floatables (such as plastic bottles, cans, food wrappers and other litter) to the municipal separate storm sewer system(s) operated by the Borough of Sayreville so as to protect public health, safety and welfare, and to prescribe penalties for the failure to comply.

13-22.2.  Definitions.

For the purpose of this ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words, and their derivations shall have the meanings stated herein unless their use in the text of this Chapter clearly demonstrates a different meaning.  When not inconsistent with the context, words used in the present tense include the future, words used in the plural number include the singular number, and words used in the singular number include the plural number.  The word “shall” is always mandatory and not merely directory.

A. Municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) – means a conveyance or system of conveyances (including roads with drainage systems, municipal streets, catch basins, curbs, gutters, ditches, manmade channels, or storm drains) that is owned or operated by  the Borough of Sayreville or other public body, and is designed and used for collecting and conveying stormwater.

B. Person – means any individual, corporation, company, partnership, firm, association, or political subdivision of this State subject to municipal jurisdiction.

C. Storm drain inlet – means an opening in a storm drain used to collect stormwater runoff and includes, but is not limited to, a grate inlet, curb-opening inlet, slotted inlet, and combination inlet.

D. Waters of the State – means the ocean and its estuaries, all springs, streams and bodies of surface or ground water, whether natural or artificial, within the boundaries of the State of New Jersey or subject to its jurisdiction.

13-22.3.  Prohibited Conduct.

No person in control of private property (except a residential lot with one single family house) shall authorize the repaving, repairing (excluding the repair of individual potholes), resurfacing (including top coating or chip sealing with asphalt emulsion or a thin base of hot bitumen), reconstructing or altering any surface that is in direct contact with an existing storm drain inlet on that property unless the storm drain inlet either:

A. Already meets the design standard below to control passage of solid and floatable materials; or

B. Is retrofitted or replaced to meet the standard in Section 4, below, prior to the completion of the project.

13-22.4.  Design Standard.
Storm drain inlets identified in Section 13-22.3, above, shall comply with the following standard to control passage of solid and floatable materials through storm drain inlets.  For purposes of this paragraph, “solid and floatable materials” means sediment, debris, trash, and other floating, suspended, or settleable solids.

A. Design engineers shall use either of the following grates whenever they use a grate in pavement or another ground surface to collect stormwater from that surface into a storm drain or surface water body under that grate:

1. The New Jersey Department of Transportation (NJDOT) bicycle safe grate, which is described in Chapter 2.4 of the NJDOT Bicycle Compatible Roadways and Bikeways Planning and Design guidelines (April 1996); or 

2. A different grate, if each individual clear space in that grate has an area of no more than seven (7.0) square inches, or is no greater than 0.5 inches across the smallest dimension.

a. Examples of grates subject to this standard include grates in grate inlets, the grate portion (non-curb-opening portion) of combination inlets, grates on storm sewer manholes, ditch grates, trench grates, and grates of spacer bars in slotted drains.  Examples of ground surfaces include surfaces of roads (including bridges), driveways, parking areas, bikeways, plazas, sidewalks, lawns, fields, open channels, and stormwater basin floors.

B. Whenever design engineers use a curb-opening inlet, the clear space in that curb opening (or each individual clear space, if the curb opening has two or more clear spaces) shall have an area of no more than seven (7.0) square inches, or be no greater than two (2.0) inches across the smallest dimension.

C. This standard does not apply:

1. Where the municipal engineer agrees that this standard would cause inadequate hydraulic performance that could not practicably be overcome by using additional or larger storm drain inlets that meet these standards;

2. Where flows are conveyed through any device (e.g., end of pipe netting facility, manufactured treatment device, or a catch basin hood) that is designed, at a minimum, to prevent delivery of all solid and floatable materials that could not pass through one of the following:

a. A rectangular space four and five-eighths inches long and one and one-half inches wide (this option does not apply for outfall netting facilities); or  

b. A bar screen having a bar spacing of 0.5 inches.

3. Where flows are conveyed through a trash rack that has parallel bars with one-inch (1”) spacing between the bars; or 

4. Where the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection determines, pursuant to the New Jersey Register of Historic Places Rules at N.J.A.C. 7:4-7.2(c), that action to meet this standard is an undertaking that constitutes an encroachment or will damage or destroy the New Jersey Register listed historic property.
13-22.5.  Enforcement.

This ordinance shall be enforced by the Director of Code Enforcement and Zoning or his or her designee.

13-22.6.  Penalties.

Any person(s) who is found to be in violation of the provisions of this ordinance shall be subject to the general penalty provision set forth in Section 1-5 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville for each storm drain inlet that is not retrofitted to meet the design standard.

SECTION 2.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable
SECTION 3.  Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.

SECTION 4.  Effective Date.

This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption and publication in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1.  Chapter 13, “STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND SANITATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville is hereby amended to add a new section following § 13-20, “ILLICIT CONNECTION TO MUNICIPAL STORM SEWER SYSTEM,” to be known as § 13-21, “REFUSE CONTAINERS AFFECTING STORMWATER,” as follows:

13-21
REFUSE CONTAINERS AFFECTING STORMWATER

13-21.1.  Purpose.

The purpose of this Section (Section 13-21) is to require dumpsters and other refuse containers that are outdoors or exposed to stormwater to be covered at all times and to prohibit the spilling, dumping, leaking, or otherwise discharge of liquids, semi-liquids or solids from the containers to the municipal separate storm sewer system(s) operated by the Borough of Sayreville and/or the waters of the State so as to protect the public’s health, safety and welfare.

13-21.2.  Definitions.

For the purpose of this Section (Section 13-21), the following terms, phrases, words, and their derivations shall have the meanings stated herein unless their use in the text of this Chapter clearly demonstrates a different meaning.  When not inconsistent with the context, words used in the present tense include the future, words used in the plural number include the singular number, and words used in the singular number include the plural number.  The word “shall” is always mandatory and not merely directory.

E. Municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4) – means a conveyance or system of conveyances (including roads with drainage systems, municipal streets, catch basins, curbs, gutters, ditches, manmade channels, or storm drains) that is owned or operated by  the Borough of Sayreville or other public body, and is designed and used for collecting and conveying stormwater.

F. Person – means any individual, corporation, company, partnership, firm, association, or political subdivision of this State subject to municipal jurisdiction.

G. Refuse container – means any waste container that a person controls whether owned, leased, or operated, including dumpsters, trash cans, garbage pails, and plastic trash bags.

H. Stormwater – means water resulting from precipitation (including rain and snow) that runs off the land’s surface, is transmitted to the subsurface, is captured by separate storm sewers or other sewerage or drainage facilities, or is conveyed by snow removal equipment.

I. Waters of the State – means the ocean and its estuaries, all springs, streams and bodies of surface or ground water, whether natural or artificial, within the boundaries of the State of New Jersey or subject to its jurisdiction.

13-21.3.  Requirements for Refuse Containers.

A. Any person who controls, whether owned, leased, or operated, a refuse container must ensure that such refuse container is covered at all times and shall prevent refuse from spilling out or overflowing.

B. Any person who owns, leases or otherwise uses a refuse container must ensure that such refuse container does not leak or otherwise discharge liquids, semi-liquids or solids to the municipal separate storm sewer system(s) operated by the Borough of Sayreville.

13-21.4.  Exceptions to Requirements.

The requirements set forth in Section 13-21.3, supra, shall not apply to the following:

A. Permitted temporary demolition containers

B. Litter receptacles (other than dumpsters or other bulk containers)

C. Individual homeowner trash and recycling containers

D. Refuse containers at facilities authorized to discharge stormwater under a valid New Jersey Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (“NJPDES”) permit

E. Large bulky items (e.g., furniture, bound carpet and padding, white goods placed curbside for pickup)

13-21.5.  Enforcement.

This ordinance shall be enforced by the Director of Code Enforcement and Zoning or his or her designee.
13-21.6.  Penalties.

Any person(s) who is found to be in violation of the provisions of this ordinance shall be subject to the general penalty provision set forth in Section 1-5 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville.

Section 7.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.

Section 8.  Repealer.

SECTION 2. Paragraph “b” of Section 30-8, “Fees,” of Chapter XXX, 
“TREE CONSERVATION AND REFORESTATION,” of the Revised General 
Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to read as follows:

b. If an applicant should decide not to replace trees on site, a contribution in the amount of two hundred and fifty ($250.00) dollars per replacement tree as required by this Chapter shall be paid by the applicant and deposited in the Borough Tree Bank Fund.



Section 3.  Severability Clause.


If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, 
for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not 
affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force 
and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared 
severable.



Section 4.  Repealer.


All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby 
repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any 
inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance 
of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other 
parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby 
ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.



Section 5.  Effective Date.  


This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption and publication in 
accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTINGSECTION 2-15.6, 
“CRIMINAL HISTORY CHECKS FOR ALL RECREATIONAL PROGRAM VOLUNTEERS,” AND SECTION 17-6.3, “LEAGUE APPLICANTS,” OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF SAYREVILLE, NEW JERSEY, TO BROADEN THE BOROUGH’S BACKGROUND CHECK REQUIREMENTS FOR YOUTH PROGRAMS
(Co. Siarkiewicz, Recreation Committee- Public Hearing June 14, 2010) 


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz moved the Ordinance be approved on first reading, advertised according to law and a public hearing be held on June 14, 2010.  Seconded by Councilwoman Eicher.

Roll Call:  Councilpersons Bella, Eicher, Kaiserman, Siarkiewicz, all Ayes.

PUBLIC PORTION


Mayor O’Brien opened the meeting to the Public on any and all issues.

Those appearing were:

· Frank O’Conner 84 Weber Avenue 

and Larry Gates, 66 Weber Avenue

Ms. O’Conner reported that the Army Corp of Engineers met with the Weber Avenue Sub-Committee.  They were advised that the levy and storm walls were still approximately 10 years away, if everything goes well with permits and funding.  So, there is no immediate remedy that the residents of the area are in need of.  She said that they brought up Mr. Zollinger’s idea of a wall being built to be used as a storm barrier behind their homes.  She said the Army Corp of Engineers and Congressman Pallone both agreed that their immediate needs would affect the project .  Congressman Pallone stated it was uncommon for state and local levels to initiate  a separate project while the massive Federal project was moving forward.  She stated it has been almost 20 years since the Army Corp deemed it feasible to build a levy and felt it would take another 20 but time was not on their sides.  She thanked the council for authorizing the Engineer to initiate the engineering plan for a storm barrier and wall behind their homes.  She did ask that this study tell how this could be done.  She then asked how long it would take the engineer to prepare this report.

Engineer Cornell replied that there were two issues.  The first issue is the feasibility study and there are a number of issues that would have to be addressed before you can even get to prepare a Plan.  During the Feasibility Study these are the things he would like to go through , point out, and possibly make some recommendations for alternatives on how to get around those to make this project feasible.  Once we determine the cost and that it is feasible, we would then need a policy decision by the Mayor and Council to determine if they want to move forward.  Engineer Cornell anticipates having the first report to the Council on June 14th.

Mayor O’Brien asked that the Sub-Committee be comprised of about six people and that they meet and work with the Engineer and our Council Committee to keep this moving forward.

Councilwoman Siarkiewicz said there was a meeting scheduled next week. 
Mrs. O’Conner then expressed her concerns regarding the EPA permit process and the allocation of money.

Response by Engineer Cornell.
Councilman Kaiserman questioned the engineer with regards to certain time frames. He urged that the Resolution he is sponsoring move forward at the next meeting and that the committees all work together.

Larry Gates asked how we could tap into resources at the State level because we’re talking about four million dollars.

Mayor O’Brien said that this is all part of the process and the engineer is well versed in these type of projects.

· Kenneth Olchaskey, North Edward Street

Stated that the people on Weber Avenue need help on every level.  He requested that the Mayor get the Governor and other state resources involved to help these hard working people who lost so much during the flooding.
· Anthony Jackowski, 30 Fouratt Avenue

Mr. Jackowski asked about the Ordinance amending the Fire Department Ordinance that was brought up by the Fire Chief at the last meeting. He said there was a lot of time spent on it and would like to see it move forward.
Councilwoman Eicher said that the Ordinance he is talking about went to the Attorney and doesn’t remember it coming back to the Council.

Mayor asked the clerk to check the Minutes to check on the disposition.

Mr. Jackowski stated they formed a committee from each firehouse and worked on these changes for over 20 months.  The ordinance was voted on by each firehouse, although not everyone will be happy, the majority is. 


He said that a Fire chief in Sayreville should live in Sayreville.

Councilman Bella said  he would like to review it.

· John Dunn, Fire Chief

Requested that the Ladies Auxiliary of the Fire Dept. be included under the Fire Dept. Ordinance.

Mayor asked if there was any objection to having the Borough Attorney review the inclusion of the Ladies Auxiliary.

None made.

· Ed Strek, 58 Nickel Avenue, Past Commander of American Legion Post #211  and presently Captain of the Honor Guard.

He informed the Council on the various ceremonies the American Legion will be 

holding on Memorial Day and requested the Council to participate, reminding 

everyone of the reason for the holiday.

He also commented on the property on Weber Avenue years ago when he was growing up and that back then it never flooded.  Something must have happened between 1960 and when they built .

No further questions or comments.

Councilwoman Siarkiewicz moved to close the Public Portion.  Seconded by Councilman Bella.
