ORDINANCE #109-09

AN ORDINANCE authorizing VACATION OF A PORTION OF A TEMPORARY CUL DE SAC EASEMENT PREVIOUSLY CONVEYED TO THE BOROUGH OF SAYREVILLE

WHEREAS, a certain Temporary Cul de Sac Easement in favor of the Borough of Sayreville (the “Easement”) was created by the filing of a certain map entitled “Hess Industrial Park, Final Plat Major Subdivision, Original Tract (Lot 1, Block 58.01; Lot 1, Block 60.01; Lot 5, Block 60.01) Borough of Sayreville, Middlesex County, New Jersey,” which map was filed in the Middlesex County Clerk’s office on August 17, 2006 as Map 6453, File 988; and

WHEREAS, the Easement was intended to provide a vehicle turn around at the termination of the Hartle Street extension on a temporary basis; and

WHEREAS, the Easement is no longer required because the Hartle Street extension has been completed,


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1.  Vacation of Easement.

The Temporary Cul de Sac Easement created in favor of the Borough of Sayreville by the filing of the final map entitled “Hess Industrial Park, Final Plat Major Subdivision, Original Tract (Lot 1, Block 58.01; Lot 1, Block 60.01; Lot 5, Block 60.01) Borough of Sayreville, Middlesex County, New Jersey” shall be and is hereby released and vacated.

SECTION 2.  Legal Description of the Easement.

The area of the Temporary Cul de Sac Easement to be vacated is more completely described in a metes and bounds description prepared by French & Parrello Associates, P.A., entitled “temporary cul-de-sac easement vacation in the borough of sayreville, middlesex county, new jersey,” describing the temporary cul-de-sac easement as shown on a plan entitled, “Plan of Temporary Cul-de-Sac Easement Vacation, Borough of Sayreville, Middlesex County New Jersey,” prepared by French & Parrello Associates, P.A. dated 9-25-09, both the metes and bounds description and the plan being incorporated herein by reference and annexed hereto as EXHIBIT A.

SECTION 3.  Authorization to Sign Release and Vacation of Easement.

A. The Mayor is authorized to execute the document entitled “Vacation of a Portion of a Temporary Cul de Sac Easement Previously Conveyed to the Borough of Sayreville,” (hereinafter the “Instrument”) in the form annexed hereto as Exhibit B, and any other documents necessary to effectuate the release and vacation of the Temporary Cul de Sac Easement described in Section 2 of this Ordinance.  

B. The Borough Clerk is directed to forward a copy of this Ordinance, three executed copies of the Instrument, and any other documents necessary to effectuate the release and vacation of the Temporary Cul de Sac Easement to Kenneth L. Pape, Esq., of the law firm Heilbrunn, Pape & Goldstein to permit recording of the Instrument.

Section 4.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.

Section 5.  Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. Paragraph “b” of Section 30-8, “Fees,” of Chapter XXX, “TREE CONSERVATION AND REFORESTATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to increase by one hundred dollars the required fee should an applicant choose not to replace trees on site, to read as follows:

b. If an applicant should decide not to replace trees on site, a contribution in the amount of three hundred ($300.00) dollars per replacement tree as required by this Chapter shall be paid by the applicant and deposited in the Borough Tree Bank Fund.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF SAYREVILLE
 AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH THE MIDDLESEX COUNTY MUNICIPAL JOINT INSURANCE FUND

WHEREAS, the Borough of Sayreville has a need to acquire Property, Casualty and Workers’ Compensation insurance services; and

WHEREAS, the procurement of insurance services, including Property, Casualty and Workers’ Compensation insurance, is an Extraordinary Unspecifiable Service (EUS) pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(m), the procurement of which shall comply with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(ii); and 

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Risk Management Consultant  solicited competitive proposals for Property, Casualty and Workers’ Compensation insurance from several municipal joint insurance funds (JIFs); and

WHEREAS, the Borough received two (2) proposals, as follows:

WHEREAS, the Statewide JIF was also solicited but failed to respond to the request for proposals; and

WHEREAS, the proposal of the Middlesex County Municipal JIF includes $125,640 to cover capitalized costs of 2001 workers’ compensation claims, which is due to the Middlesex County Municipal JIF whether or not the Borough retains the JIF, so that for evaluation purposes, the Central Jersey JIF’s proposal must be increased by $125,640, making the effective cost to the Borough $1,288,938 if it selected the Central Jersey JIF; and


WHEREAS, the Business Administrator and the Borough’s Risk Management Consultant reviewed the proposals received and recommend that the Borough enter into a Trust and Indemnity Agreement with the Middlesex County Municipal JIF, in accordance with the Middlesex County Municipal JIF’s proposal; and

WHEREAS, the recommendation and analysis by the Business Administrator and the Borough’s Risk Management Consultant are set forth in an Executive Summary and comparison of coverage, which is on file in the Borough Clerk’s Office; and

WHEREAS, the Trust and Indemnity Agreement with the Middlesex County Municipal JIF is on file with the Borough Clerk; and

WHEREAS, the term of the Trust and Indemnity Agreement with the Middlesex County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund shall be from January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2012; and


WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer of the Borough of Sayreville has certified in writing that funds will be available for this purpose,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, County of Middlesex, and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. The foregoing recitals are incorporated herein as if set forth at length; and
2. PUBLIC PORTION

At this time Mayor O’Brien opened the meeting to the public for any and all questions or comments.

Those appearing were:

· Rory Zach, representing and spokesperson for the Fire Dept.

He read a prepared statement from the Fire Department regarding their displeasure in the Mayor changing the Re-Organization meeting from January 1st to January 4th.  Hoping that there were no political moves in making the decision for this change.  They urged the Council to maintain the tradition of the New Years Day Re-Organization and appointments on January 1st  2010.

He requested the Council to confirm the appointment of the Fire Chief’s in accordance with Revised General Ordinances Section  3-3.2 and 3-3.5.   Asking the Mayor and Council to confirm, at tonight’s meeting, the election of John Dunne, Fire Chief; Kevin Krushinski, 1st Assistant Chief, and Charles Wotaszek as 2nd  Assistant Chief of the Sayreville Fire Dept., effective January 1, 2010 for a period of one year to assure a smooth transition of leadership within the Sayreville Fire Dept.
He went on to read an excerpt from the Mayor’s January 1, 2009 Annual Address   regarding the past election and the message the voters projected, reminded him of his praise to all volunteers.

Councilwoman Eicher made a motion that the Re-Organization meeting take place on January 1, 2010, which has been tradition since 1906.

Seconded by Councilman Kaiserman.

Comments:

Mayor stated that its fine to make that motion, but as stated last week there will not be a quorum.
Councilwoman Eicher stated that she changed her plans in order for her to be here on Jan. 1st and that he’s choosing not to be here.

Councilman Drwal stated that since he took office as Councilman it was his duty be here on January 1st and there was even one year he was so ill and he still attended.  He finds inconceivable that this is even happening.  He stated that he supports the Fire Dept., the other volunteer services and the citizens who attended these meetings.

Councilwoman Makowski stated that she finds it peculiar knowing that Jan. 1st is the reorganization meeting, that so many people would not be able to attend. There is no excuse unless there is a serious health issue.  She said that this is an important day and people already began the planning process, one of tradition.
Councilman Kaiserman stated that he had no idea about the meeting change until that day.  He said the party in charge should set an example, that we should be here to honor all of the volunteers.  Called it a disgrace to change that meeting date.  We should follow suit with tradition and to continue on January 1st.  He stated that he could have made plans but chose to be here in Sayreville, because January 1st is important for a lot of people.   He said that it is a very ceremonial day for the volunteers.  He asked if the Clerk could be here because he would be here to swear in anyone who wanted to be sworn in.
Attorney Verrone just wanted to make known some points.  She said that the council had been told ahead of time that there was not going to be a quorum and that the reason has been explained.  She further stated that the law does not provide that it occur on January 1st.  For the particular instance that things happen.  The law provides for January 1st or the
first seven days of January.
She made further comments regarding the motion that was made when they were already aware there would not be a quorum.

Councilwoman Makowski called for one more councilmember to come forward and attend January 1st and we will have a quorum.

Councilwoman Eicher stated that there is a motion on the floor.

Councilman Kaiserman stated that it was for the same thing as the Fire Chief’s.


After a discussion Councilman Kaiserman then withdrew his motion.


Councilwoman Makowski questioned the Clerk about the applicants for reappointment to the Boards and commissions and how they will be notified.


Municipal Clerk responded that those appointments are made by the Mayor and Council at their Organization Meeting and are not required to be in attendance they only need to make application. 


Attorney Verrone stated that they need to discuss the motion that passed stating that the meeting was to be held on January 1, 2010, even though you were advised that there was not going to be a quorum.  So you could either reconsider the motion and set it by consent for January 4, 2010 or you can show up on January 1st without a quorum, not be able to conduct the meeting, it will be cancelled and you will have no opportunity and no ability to reschedule a meeting before January 7th and under those circumstances the Mayor can call a special meeting for January 4th or day other day he determines  before the 7th day of January in order to get a reorganization meeting done.

Councilwoman Makowski asked if the presentations be given without the Mayor.  Attorney Verrone stated that you could meet with the First Aid Squad and who ever shows up but you can not have a meeting or conduct any business.

Councilman Drwal stated that perhaps we should hear from someone from the public and perhaps a council member will change their mind and decide that duty may call them back.

· Tony Jackowski, Fire Chief

Mr. Jackowski thanked Councilman Drwal and Councilwoman Makowski for the great job they did having an open communication with the Fire Dept.
He expressed his disappointment in the meeting not being held on January 1st.  He said that the Fire Chief gets four days.  The three times they are sworn in and the Chief’s dinner.  He told of the honor they felt coming to the January 1st meeting with the public, their peers and the council to swear them in.  He hoped that they were not getting caught up in some political issue.
He further thanked Business Admin. Bertrand for getting the Judge to swear them in at the Knights of Columbus on Jan. 1st.

· John Sherlej, President Elect, Sayreville Emergency Squad.

Expressed the disappointment of the Sayreville Emergency Squad with regard to the January 1st meeting being changed to January 4th and asked the Council to reconsider  for the sake of the volunteers in order to be able to swear in the 
officers on that day.  He also expressed their support of the comments made by 
Fire Chief Jackowski and hoped that it wasn’t a political issue.
For clarification, Business Admin. Bertrand stated that after the meeting date changed, he spoke with Fire Chief Jackowski and the Mayor who asked that he 
call Judge Weber to swear in the Fire Chief’s at the Knights of Columbus on January 1st.

The Fire Chief also indicated that the Emergency Squad may also take part at the Knights of Columbus.


Attorney Verrone stated that the swearing in of the Fire Chiefs and Emergency Squad members will take place on January 1st at the Knight of Columbus and what we now have is that January 1 is the meeting date for the Mayor and Council Re-Organization meeting, however as has been confirmed, there will not be a quorum on that date.  She said that leaves two issues. 1) there will not be a quorum on January 1st then no business can be conducted.  The only thing that people can do on that date is cancel the meeting and leave.  She said knowing that there is not going to be a quorum on January 1st the council can become reasonable and reconsider the motion they just passed for a January 1 date which is impossible to come to fruition and settle on an alternate date in which January 4 date has been suggested.  With that aside an organization meeting has to take place within the first seven days of the year.  So, if there is no Organization Meeting on January 1st the only alternative is for the Mayor to call for a special meeting in order to insure the that the organization meeting take place within the first seven days.  

Councilman Drwal stated that he will be leaving but he wish that someone from the Council would stand up and show some leadership.

Attorney Verrone reiterated that law requires the meeting take place within the first seven days in January.  Council can insist that the Clerk re-advertise for January 1st and 
when that comes along and when there is no quorum here she suggested that he put the Clerk on notice that he will hold a Special Meeting on January 4, 2010.
· Tom Pollando,15 Oakwood Drive

Questioned that if the two new council people do not get sworn until January 4th 
, when do the duties of the two council people finish.  
Attorney Verrone stated that their term ends on December 31st .


Attorney said that their term can not be extended.  You will have a quorum with the four other members and the Mayor.  She explained that this is not unusual and the law provides for it.

He asked what the period of time was that the council will not be here and who will run the town.

A discussion ensued.

· Tony Jackowski, Fire Chief.

He said for the past 27 years he has been a member of the fire dept. every New Year’s Day the Chief’s were sworn in at the Council’s Organization meeting, stating that this is very unusual and asked that there be a meeting  this New Year’s Day.

· Jim Makowski, 52 Creamer Drive

Commented that it was a disgrace not to hold the meeting on January 1st.
No further questions or comments.
