Pending Matters

A. Waterfront Redevelopment
Mr. Samuel commented that the subcommittee met with North American
Properties, plans were not finalized but they were given an idea of what the
plans are. They had a discussion about other concerns and are happy they are
taking advantage of the waterfront. All in the subcommittee were happy with
progress. After the Holidays they will begin the approval process. The cleanup is
still being handled and managed by Prudential.

B. COAH
Mr. Baker gave just a brief update. He touched on the outcome of court
appearance. Mr. D’Addio and Mr. Baker discussed Development Fees. More will
be covered in closed session.

C. HERCULES
Mr. Samuel gave an overview of a report. He spoke about the road that needs to
be built to alleviate the truck traffic and that will affect what is built. He
reviewed the different areas and what the possible building will be in those
areas. Further explanation on roads and how they can affect what will be built.
Mr. D’Addio and Mr. Samuel spoke about the types of buildings and the tax
dollars they could generate. Co. Kilpatrick asked about the possible school that
could be built. Mr. Samuel discussed warehouses in certain zones and the
acreage. Mr. D’Addio asked questions about the size of the area and the

that it is doable but expensive and time consuming. Mr. Samuel commented on
how the developer will most likely focus on other areas and get them built up
while in process to handle the permits for wetlands. '
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D. PRC River Road

Mr. Baker gave a little update now and touched more on this in executive
session. Mr. Baker argued in court on an extension on negotiations with PRC in
regards to COAH and working out the numbers.

Mr. Baker wanted to comment on news he received today. He received notice
from the third circuit court the Indian Harbor Case was won again. It was a very
short decision and unless NL appeals to the Supreme Court, the case is done and
over.
