Mr. Fisher swore in Michael and Dagmara Kubisiak applicants who stated that they were the new owners of the property and wanted to illuminate the entrance directly into the living room by building a foyer in front of the living room with a closet, carpet, with heating and air conditioning, the application indicates 7’ x 9’ but the plan is for 6’ x 9’ it will be 13’ from the property line and 20’ is required.  The applicant stated he would be building the foyer himself.  Mr. Cornell said that this is not a corner lot so there is no site triangle issue.  He also indicated that a second floor and garage was also in the future Mr. Green said the applicant would return to the board.

Michael Paige, Esq. attorney for the applicants addressed the board stating they were looking to build a single-family home on Block 203, Lot 5 (56 Forrest Ave.).  

Mr. Fisher swore in Annette Hockenjos, owner of 56 Forrest Ave.  She stated the property was previously owned by her husband’s late aunt.  The property had a small house on the lot.  The are seeking approval to construct a small single-family for their son who was injured in a car crash which left him disabled walking slow.

Mr. Fisher swore in Daniel Dunsich, Architect who stated he has testified before in Sayreville, Mr. Green made motion to accept his credentials.  Mr. Dunsich stated he reviewed all and prepared plans done for site plan.  Exhibit shows 21.69 sf total coverage and were prepared for immobility on one level with extra wide doorways, stairways, functioning kitchen, etc.  the second floor has three bedrooms one for a small study elevation front  yard setback etc. is not changing.  Mr. Kuczynski asked if they would be siding Mr. Dunsich said “yes.”  Mr. Fowler the garage door is 8’ the gable is higher for storage over the garage with access only from the inside.  The applicant has four bulk variances two are pre-existing lot dimension rectangle 7211 sf lot width 50’ all surrounding lots are the same.  

Previous house was a four-room house and this is family-owned property.  On proposed house side yard setbacks are 8’ on both sides combined should be 20’ maximum the applicant is proposing 16’ combined, building coverage is 21.69 sf; 20 sf is maximum in residential zone.  Mr. Dunsich stated that the young man is a lifelong resident with a disability and will be able to stay with his family and that is the main reason why he took on this project.  Mr. Green asked about drainage to the rear yard; Mr. Dunsich said all properties are pitched to the rear.  Mr. Kuczynski asked if this would be a single-family house; Mr. Dunsich said “yes.”  Mr. Cornell said the roof drains running to the rear from the front will be pitched to rear of property.
